Course Title: Economics of Health and Education
Type: Skill Enhancement Course (SEC)

Credits: 3

Duration: One Semester

Course Objectives:

To understand the role of health and education in economic development. To apply economic
tools to evaluate the functioning of health and education sectors. To introduce cost-benefit
analysis and policy evaluation in social sectors. This course provides a microeconomic
framework to analyze, among other things, individual choice in the demand for health and
education, government intervention and aspects of inequity and discrimination in both sectors. It
also gives an overview of health and education in India.

Unit 3. Evaluation of Health Programs

Costing, cost effectiveness and cost-benefit analysis; burden of disease.

Unit 4. Health Sector in India: An Overview

Public and private health systems, Health outcomes and health financing.

Unit 5. Education: Investment in Human Capital

Rate of return to education: private and social; quality of education; signaling or human
capital; theories of discrimination; gender and caste discrimination in India.

Unit 6. Education Sector in India: An Overview

Literacy rates, school participation, school quality measures and inclusive educational policies.
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
