1" Admission Committee:
a) Admission assistance by Senior Students: We put our senior students to assist the

freshers duringthe admission process. Seniors assist in getting Xerox, paying fees, gettjng
the hostel application forms, meetjng warden and student welfare officer.

b) Admission guidance and Assistance: Many students approach the department in a

library and main library.

3. Bridge Course: We conduct 8 days' bridge course for the fresher,s - Biochemistry is an
integrated science thereby, a bridge course is needed to understand the basics and to cope
up with the subject.

4. Welcome to treshe/s: Seniors arrange welcome function to freshe/s, which help juniors to
meet the seniors and know about the department, subject that help students to transform
into criticalthinkers

5. ldentify slow learners: With in first 15 days ofteaching we conduct two class tests to jdentifv
the learning capabilities ofthe students.

6. Remedial coaching: We have introduced remedial coachjng in our syllabus. Every Friday and
Saturday we conduct remedial class for slow learners.

7. Tutorial class: lt is also introduced in our time table, every Friday and Saturday we conduct
tutorials. lfs a class or for group of students clearjng their doubts to make understand the
concept better.

8. Promotion of MOOKS course on SWAYAM platformi present year, all the students are
encouraged to opt for one MOOKs course (online course) for capabilitv enhancement.

9. ICT based Teaching: Apart from chalk and board we use power point presentations and online
animations and ICT based teachinS for better understanding.

10. Departmental library: Students are provided books and reading materials from departmental
Iibrary

11. Providing Soft copies of books and research articlesi Biochemistry staff provide soft copies
of reference books and other reading materials to the students for enriching knowreoge

12. Students visit to llsc. I We send students to visit to ltSc. on ,ltsc Open Day, ie on Science day
13. Assignments: Students are given assignments on basic, applied and current aspects of

biochemistry for which, the student has to refer manV books and research articles. Students
are asked to read and make note ofthe topic taught in the class room on the same oav ano
submit the write up in the next class.

14. Career Guidance and counselling: The Tutorial class is also used to provide career gutoance
to the students.

15. Student Seminar: The afternoon sessions of Friday and Saturday are reserved for semrnar,
remedial coaching, tutorials and career guidance and counselling. Ajl the students will

compulsorily present seminar on biochemistry and current research in Biochemistry and

related areas by reading research articles.

16. Laboratory oriented research project: Project guides are allotted to students at the start of
3'd semester so that the student can find time to learn and work on work methodology. We

teach them how to find a research problem and train them to do literature survey. We ask

the allotted students to come up with some research idea for their project work. Finally the
students are allotted laboratory oriented research project of current and future significance.

17. Biochemical Society inauguration by eminent saientists: Wjth in the first month of
commencement of classes "Biochemjcal society'will be inaugurated with an invited lecture
by an eminent scientist. The activities of Biochemical society are to arrange seminars, special

lectures by leading scientists, enriching study and research material, quiz competition etc.,

18. Invited Speaial Lectures: we organize at least two invited special lectures per semester by

inviting leading sclentists and eminent teacher and researchers from the institutes of national

importance and also from universities.
19. Workshop/ Conference: We o.ganize nationa! conference and workshop on the topics of

national importance related to biochemistry
20. Promote staff to deliver invited lecturcs: We promote our staff to deliver invited/ special

lectures in lJniversities, colleges and conferences and symposia's.

Our students visit community centres, villages, village schools, Govt. schools, anganwadis,

colleges and provide beneficial information about Infectious diseases that spread during

different seasons and their prevention, Students visited to villages, communities, schools

to popularise the knowledge among students and adults about epidemic diseases like

Dengue, Chikungunya, Malaria, Typhoid, Dysentery, food poisoning, SAARS, HlV,

encephalitis, Tuberculosis and non-communicable diseases Iike Obesity, Diabetes,

cardiovascular disease. M. Sc., Biochemistry students trained the school students about

the importance of personal and environmental hygiene to prevent contagious water-

borne and soil-borne diseases that cause epidemic outbreaks.
